How is Need for
Financial Aid Determined?

A student’s financial need is determined
according to statutory fotmulas from the
federal government. Tt is a systematic way
of measuring a family’s abilicy to pay for
educational costs and decermining how
much a student and his/her family can
cantribure. The formula takes into ac-
count family income, some assets, studenc
income, family size, number in college,
and various other factors,

The end result of the need analysis is the
expected family eentribution. The ex-
pected family contributon (EFC) is
the amount that a student can reason-
ably be expected 1o pay toward the cost
of education. It measures the abiliry, not
the willingness, of the family te finance
the student’s education,

The amount of financial need is determined
by subtracting the expected family contei-
bution from: the cost of artendance.

How Does A Student Know
Whether He/She Qualifies?

Approximately 4-6 weeks aftec mailing
the Free Application for Federal Studenc
Aid (FAFSA) ro the processor, ot 2-4
weeks after transmitting the FARSA over
the [nternet (www.fafsa.ed.gov), the stu-
dent will receive a Student Aid Repore
(SAR), or SAR Acknowledgement. The
student should submit the SAR co the
campus Financial Aid Office, even if the
SAR says helshe is not eligible to receive
a Federa! Pell grant, since the College may
be able 16 offer the student other 2id based
on the informatien coniained on the
SAR. If any corrections ate required to
the SAR, the student should submit the
SAR and rthe documentation to validate
the changes needed to the Financial Aid
Office. The Financial Aud Office will then
rranstmit to the Federal Processing Cen-
ter the appropeiate acljustments on behalf
of the student. Within 2-3 weeks, the stu-
denc will receive an Acknowledgement
Letter confirming the changes made to

The Technical Credic Certificate will be awarded upon sausfac-
tory compledon of  planned technical credit cerrificate progeam

of postsecondary studies in a specialized area. A minioum of

25% of the program, other than credit-by-cxaminadon, must
be earned in residence in classtoom instruction at PHCC. A
grade-poinr average of not less than 2.0 or “C” must be achieved
to receive a certificate. Only those courses that are part of the
program are included in compuring the program GPA for tech-
nical certificare programs.

In order ro receive a cerrifieate, a student must achieve 1he state-
required TABE (Tesc of Adule Basic Ecucarion) score. TABE
reprediation is provided in the Learn'rg Lahs an each campus.
Nursing Asststancand Phlebotomy scudencs do nor have a TABE
requitemenc. Stodenes who have an AA degree or highee, or have
saustacrory scorcs on the Floridx College Enrry-Level Placemenr
Tesc (FCELPT), may noc be ccquired to complete a TABE rest.

Cautses in these programs are noc considerec as college credic
and will not ceansfer 1o a universiry. Technica! credic programs
are designed o prepare che student for an entry-level job.

Applied Technology Diploma

PHCC is aurhorized to offer the Applied Technology Diplarma
(ATD). Ar a community college, the ATD may be offered ei-
ther for 1echnical eredit or for college eredit. Stndencs entering
an AT D musc have a standard high school diploma ora GED.
The purpose of the ATD is to allow the student 1o gain ad-
vanced standing toward an A.S. degree. When the ATD pro-
gram articulates into 3n A.S. degtee, the credir awarded wil) be
college credit.
